The song fits in with our times and this year's Museum Day motto: Museums
uniting a divided world. A museum like “The Einsteins” certainly cannot unite a divided
world on its own, but it can contribute to an understanding of times and events and
thus be a small piece in a large mosaic.

Between 10 am and 1 pm there will be a musical session with Julia Dorn and jazz
and pop sounds. While listening to the music you can enjoy light refreshments.

Three short guided tours of approximately 30 minutes each will take place throughout
the morning, providing a concise overview of the exhibition. In between, there will

be time to explore the exhibition on your own. An exciting children's program awaits
in the afternoon.

An exclusion zone was declared, an area within a radius of 30 km surrounding the
nuclear power plant. In the meantime nature has quietly and persistently reclaimed
the deserted area. Some artists are observing this development more closely.

our doorstep. In the forest, in the meadow, in the park, and even between the stones
of the city, countless fascinating animals and plants can be found. Every species is
unique in its appearance and way of life. We invite you to discover this diversity
together, to explore, observe, and become aware of how fragile and precious our
natural world truly is.

Films, original exhibits, and vivid animations provide fascinating insights into the
artistic and precise work of the craft workers who work daily to preserve this important
building.

From 1933 to 1935, Fort Oberer Kuhberg was the site of an early National Socialist
concentration camp for the state of Wiirttemberg. More than 600 opponents of the
regime were imprisoned here, including SPD politician Kurt Schumacher. Visitors have
the opportunity to explore the historic site and its history.
